The letter of intent must include: (1) the reason for pursuing a graduate degree, (2) a description of teaching or other life experience that relates to graduate study, (3) a commitment to scholarship or professional development, (4) a specific research or inquiry interest, (5) the unique perspective you would bring to the graduate program, and, if applying for an assistantship, (6) why you would be an effective teacher at the college level.  The three letters of recommendation must address your (1) interpersonal skills, (2) scholarship, (3) experience with children or youth, and (4) facility with written, oral, and interpersonal communication.
