Dangerous Waste Collection and Storage Procedure
Waste Collection:
1.)  Upon receipt of a “Chemical Substance Report Form”  (CSRF) from a chemical user, review the entries for specific hazards.  Arrange for collection and transport of the material to the 90-day dangerous waste storage facility within three days.  Notify the generator if any special hazards might exist with their waste.

2.)  When collecting the waste, use the following personal protective equipment (PPE):  Safety eye glasses, disposable nitrile gloves and a lab coat.  Depending on specific conditions, other PPE may be required.

3.)  Before transport of the containers to the 90-day area, assess each container for: proper labeling; date container was filled is on the label; a unique waste ID# is on the container and matches the entry on the CSRF; lids that can be tightly secured (no stoppers, snap caps, parafilm); lids tightly secured; outside of container is not contaminated; no possible leaks (container is in good condition); the container is compatible with the waste it contains;  the container has a reasonable head space (not too full); and that a CSRF is properly completed.

4.)  Place the containers in secondary containment trays or other transfer device and segregate incompatibles from each other.  Note the collection date in the “Storage Date” column on the CSRF and leave a copy of the CSRF for the generator.  Transport to the 90-day storage area.  If transporting liquids, have some absorbent on the cart as well in case a spill occurs.  When using the elevator, do not have other passengers travel with you.  Ask them to wait until you have exited from the elevator.  Carry a cell phone to the 90-day storage area for emergency calling if there isn’t an emergency fire pull or phone in the 90-day storage area.

5.)  At the 90-day storage area, place each container in a cabinet labeled for its hazard classification.  Place solids on the upper shelves and liquids below where possible.  Place the associated CSRF in the storage area inventory book.  The CSRFs in this book will comprise the 90-day storage area inventory so it is necessary there is an entry on a CSRF for every container in the storage area.

6.)  If the waste is the first to arrive in the 90-day storage area since the last waste disposal shipment, find the earliest container fill date and record that date on the “90-Day Storage Compliance”  tracking sign located in a conspicuous location.  Also record the date on the 90-day storage area inspection form.  Calculate 90-days from that date and record that date as the “ship waste by date” on the 90-day compliance tracking sign as well.  (Refer to attached sign example)
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
