WSU Spokane Hazardous Waste Procedures

Dangerous Waste Storage Procedures– Satellite Accumulation Area

These procedures are for the storage dangerous wastes in the area where they are generated.

1.)  Dangerous wastes must be stored in the designated area located _________________ identified with the sign, “Dangerous Waste Satellite Accumulation storage Area,”.  The area must be secured when not occupied.

2.)  When a container is selected to store a dangerous waste, it must be compatible with the waste material, be in good condition and clean on the outside, and must have a tight fitting cap.  Do not use ground-glass, cork or rubber stoppered containers as well as snap cap lids.

3.)  Label the container properly before storing any waste in the container.  The following information must be on the label:


a.)  The proper chemical name and percentage.  Do not use chemical formulas, abbreviations or trade names.  Include the percentage of water if present.


b.)  The date waste was first placed in the container.


c.)  The hazards of the waste such as flammable, corrosive, toxic, etc.


d.)  Name of the person who generates the waste.


e.)  The words, “Caution, Dangerous Waste”.


f.)  The date the container became filled.


g.)  A unique waste identifying number assigned by the generator (ex. BR102)

Labels can be obtained from ____________________ or can be custom made.

4.)  Keep the container closed at all times except when adding or removing waste.

5.)  Do not store incompatible waste together.  Separate them from each other using tubs or by distance.  Store solids above liquids where possible.

6.)  Keep wastes separate (do not mix) unless directed otherwise by your disposal coordinator.

7.)  If flammable liquids exceed 10 gallons, store them in a flammable storage cabinet.

8.)  If a waste is a pure chemical on the “Acutely Hazardous Chemicals List”, a maximum of 2.2 lbs can be stored in this area.  When this amount is exceeded, report the waste for collection and placement into the 90-day storage area.  This list can be found _____________________.

9.)  All other wastes can be stored in the area up to a total of 55-gallons.  An exception are wastes whose composition is unknown.  These must be reported immediately and taken to the 90-day storage area for storage.

10.)  When a container becomes full (allow for adequate head space, 2-3 inches); or when a container will no longer be receiving waste material; or when it has been determined that a chemical will no longer be used;

Complete a “Chemical Substance Report Form” (CSRF).  Refer to the Waste Reporting procedure for completing the form and notifying the dangerous waste coordinator.

**  The waste must be removed and placed in the 90-day storage area within three days of the options listed in #10 above.

If the waste material, such as unwanted chemicals, are still useable, contact other users and the waste coordinator about the possibility of redistribution and re-use of this chemical before disposing.
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
